OUT OF THE PULPIT 
From Pastor Jim Coston 

 

As March 31 approaches, and a decision by the Elders on what is next for FBCScottsdale, some 
misinformation is bound to circulate. Our Adversary likes confusing God’s people and sowing seeds of disunity. 
As we pray and discern God’s leading—and pray for our Elders—staff will do our best to keep the Adversary’s 
slings and barbs off target. 
 

FBCScottsdale is a Baptist church. One of the hallmark Baptist principles is local autonomy of the church. We 
do not have a Pope. We do not have bishops. No one from outside our congregation dictates our church 
practices or decisions or plans. This is a core tenet of Baptist life.  
 

FBCScottsdale is also affiliated with the American Baptist Churches USA. Our affiliation is voluntary and as 
involved as we want it to be. The General Secretary of the ABCUSA does not dictate to FBCScottsdale. The 
region, ABCOFLASH, does not dictate to FBCScottsdale. The denomination is a resource for us; we do not 
serve the denomination; ideally, we all serve the Kingdom of God.  
 

Some misinformation has circulated that FBCScottsdale cannot sell property or realign our affiliation without 
the blessing of the ABCUSA denomination. This is erroneous.  
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Twenty years ago, FBCScottsdale’s leadership considered leaving ABCUSA over the issue of biblical authority 
and human sexuality. While leadership ultimately decided to remain ABCUSA, they did not have to stay 
ABCUSA then and we do not have to now. Our church Bylaws allow for our members to make decisions about 
this church. Recently a lawyer reviewed our Bylaws and confirmed this. The denomination does not pull our 
strings, does not have a claim upon our property and does not determine our future.  
 

Elders vote. Members vote. Those votes carry the day; the ABCUSA denomination—for which I am thankful, 
having served as an ABCUSA minister for 20 of my 27 years in professional ministry—does not have a vote.  
 

Pray for our discernment as we seek God’s unity. Pray for courage to trust God. Pray for the protection of the 
church as the Adversary targets this people of God.
